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 On Friday, April 
29th, members of Mrs. 
Falcon’s WHS Field 
Science class to a trip to 
Kansas Wetlands 
Education Center, near 
Cheyenne Bottoms.   
Participants included 
Wilson High School 
students Patricia Ball, 
Trenton Ptacek, and Cole Zelenka.  Mrs. Falcon 
believes having the ability to participate in field-type 
work and experiencing nature first-hand is key to 
learning about science. 
 The first mission of the trip was to complete 
some of the tasks of the Wildlifer Challenge. The 
Wildlifer Challenge is an online program created by 
The Kansas Wildscape Foundation to encourage 
children of all ages to participate in activities that 
involve nature and the environment.  The first task, 
eating a healthy picnic lunch was a failure. Although 
students brought a healthy item to share, the cruel 
Kansas wind did not allow them the opportunity to eat 
outside.  They ended up eating in the van. 
 After lunch the students were given a tour of 
the Education Center. They really enjoyed the live 
animal specimens including the prairie dogs, screech 
owl, and all of the reptile, amphibian, fish, and 
mammals in the center’s classroom. The students also 

got to test their 
identification abilities 
while checking out the 
waterfowl and shorebird 
preserved specimens, 
turtle shells, and 
mammal furs.  Another 
interest was the large 
evolution of hunting / 
conservation timeline 

located along one of the walls. At the conclusion of the 
tour, the students watched a short movie on the 
history of Cheyenne Bottoms. 
 After the movie the students were able to 
complete a Wildlifer Challenge task by taking a hike on 
a trail near the Ed. Center. They found and identified 
several animal tracks, scat, and birds while on the 
trail. After the hike was complete they took a short 
van-tour of one side of Cheyenne Bottoms. That gave 
them the opportunity to view many of the waterfowl 
discussed in class and even a hands on experience 
with a turtle. 
 The students really enjoyed the afternoon at 
the Kansas Wetlands Education Center and Cheyenne 
Bottoms. It gave them a chance to apply what they 
learned in the classroom throughout the year and to 
truly appreciate the importance of a wetland 
community. 

Fun in Field Science  

   Tradition Trail was the name 
nominated by Claflin school stu-
dents and selected by Claflin rec-
reation Commission. The rustic 
1.12 mile trail begins in front of 
the Claflin high school, winds 
around the front of the building, 
past the tennis courts, north to 
the tree belt to the grass and con-
tinues south behind the visitors 
bleachers, then to the raised knoll 
near the highway. Turning east, 
go to the grassy walkway beside 
the fence. Walkers turn north and 
continue to the trails sign. 
   Tradition Trail is a collaborative 
school, community and public 
health project and is part of the 
Chronic Disease Risk Reduction 
(CDRR) work for Barton County.   
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4th and 5th Grade 
students from Wilson 
Elementary School 
toured the Hutchin-
son Salt Mine.  They 
were divided into 2 
groups for their trip 
down the mine.  
While in the mine, 
they rode the tram 
and then each stu-
dent was able to 
choose a salt crystal 
as a souvenir.  Their 
day included lunch 
and exercise at the 
Hutchinson Park. 

     On May 6, the Claflin third and fourth graders, accom-
panied by Jennifer Gunder, Carrie McPhail, Sandi Oberle, 
Heather Jimison, Jane Oeser, Kara Potter, Chad Strat-
mann, and Janel Rugan, traveled to the campus of Kan-
sas State University, Manhattan.  The first stop was 
Bramlage Coliseum.  The students saw a short video 
showing how the floor is changed and then visited the 
indoor football practice facility. 
    The fourth graders then visited the Insect Zoo.  The 
zoo houses over 100 species of insects and their rela-
tives.  The exhibit includes a display board of Kansas in-

sects, a mock kitchen with insect pests, a live honey bee 
hive, and a cave formed underneath the trunks of Ama-
zon rainforest trees.  Beautiful preserved species of ex-
otic butterflies, moths, beetles, and other arthropods are 
on display.  Students who were daring enough held a live 
tropical hissing cockroach, millipede, and petted a taran-
tula. 
    While the fourth grade was at the Insect Zoo, the third 
graders traveled to Call Hall for a food science presenta-
tion.  They participated in some food science testing ac-
tivities, learned about safe handling of food and they 
learned that colored foods (gumdrops) aren’t always the 
flavor we expect them to be. 
    The final stop was at King Hall for a chemistry magic 
show.  Where the students witnessed chemical reactions 
with lots of smoke and loud booms!  They saw soap bub-
bles being set on fire while students were holding them, 
presenters explained how different substances made dif-
ferent colors of flames.   
   Many thanks to the parents who accompanied us!  A 
special thanks to our bus driver, Joe, for safely and ex-
pertly maneuvering the bus around campus! 

    For the end-of-the-year field trip, the 
Claflin sixth graders went to the Hutchinson 
Cosmosphere and Space Center on May 19.  
While there they attended four different 
sessions.  They took a tour through the mu-
seum and learned lots of interesting facts. 
Went to a workshop titled “Living in Space.”  
After this everyone was ready for lunch, so 
the students took a break and went to the 
gift shop for a few minutes and then ate our 
sack lunches.  Then they attended an IMAX 
show titled “Aliens of the Deep”.    Finally, 
they went to Dr. Goddard’s lab and saw 
some neat experiments dealing with flight 
and science.  A special thank you goes out 
to Sheri Holmes, Denise Schulte, Virginia 
Bailey, Jennifer Gunder, and bus drivers 
Wally and Joyce Disque who went along to 
help out as needed.
